r  Portfolio showing theatre and creative work.  Includes at least one example of theatre work and 

includes any additional projects that best showcase the student as a creative thinker.  Remember, 

portfolios can be submitted as DVD, website or CD (with clear viewing instruction) or as a hard 

portfolio no larger than 9”x12”.  Please make a copy before submitting!   Materials will not be 

returned to the applicants 

r  Letter of interest.  Provides description of the student’s interest in theatre design and technology 

and interest in participating in Adelphi’s intensive residential program. 

r  Letters or Recommendation.  Two letters of recommendation from teachers addressing the 

student’s level of artistry and maturity are enclosed.
